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1. Spring Festival Overture Composer: LI Huanzhi

As prelude to the Spring Festival Suite the Spring Festival Over-
ture was created during 1955 to 1956 based on the rural folk
dance, Yangko, of Northern Shaanxi. The bright and beautiful
melody, as well as clear and passionate rthythm, vividly depict the
jubilation of the Spring Festival.

2. Friihlingsstimmen Walzer Composer: Johann Strauss II
The Friihlingsstimmen Walzer is an immortal masterpiece by the
famous Austrian composer Johann Strauss II in 1883. It draws a
vibrant picture of greening land kissed by ice-melting spring.

3. Horse racing Composer: HUANG Haihuai
Erhu Player: SONG Fei

Horse Racing, an Erhu solo composed by HUANG Haihuai, is
very popular for its majestic and outpouring melody. The use of
Erhu fast bow, jumping bow, plucking string and vibrato skills
produces sounds of a lively and fervent horse-racing scene.

4. Olympic Anthem - Samaras Hymn

The beautiful and solemn hymn of Samaras is a piece of orchestral
classical music created by Spyros Samaras of Greece. In 1958, the
International Olympic Committee officially designated this song as
permanent anthem of the Olympic Games, making it also known
as the “Olympic Hymn”.

5. Colorful Clouds Chasing the Moon
